When Florida became a Territory of the United States of America in 1821 Flagler 

Countyôs namesake, Henry Morrison Flagler, was not born yet and Flagler County 

was not to exist for another 96 years. 

It is interesting to see the evolution of present-day Flagler County through 

recordings in various maps (five are included) as the political, economic and 

population conditions in Florida have changed since 1821.  

Present-day Flagler County was a part of four different counties prior to it being 

founded in 1917.

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Map 1 - When Florida became a Territory of the United States of America in 1821 Spanish West 

Florida became Escambia County and Spanish East Florida became St. Johns County.  

* Present-day Flagler County was in St. Johns County (1821 to 1824). 
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Map 2 ï As the Territory of Florida grew additional counties were necessary. Mosquito County was 

founded in 1824 and comprised a large section of eastern Florida. 

 * The northern part of present-day Flagler County was in St. Johns County and the southern part was 

in Mosquito County (1824 to 1844). 
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Map 3 ï Mosquito County was disestablished in 1844 and Orange County was founded in 1845. On 

March 3, 1845, Florida became the 27th state of the United States of America. 

* The northern part of present-day Flagler County was in St. Johns County and the southern part was 

in Orange County (1845 to 1854).
